Car Safety Reminder

Just as a reminder. Please note the Basic Child Safety Seat laws from the Department
of Transportation:
9 Children must be in a car seat until they reach age 4 and 40lbs, and in a booster
seat until they reach age 8, more than 80 Ibs in weight, or more than 4 ft. 9 in. tall.
9 Tiered structure applies:
0 Less than 1 year old, or less than 20 Ibs. must be in a rear-facing child
seat in the back seat (if so equipped)
o If at least one year old and 20 Ibs, but less than four years old or less
than 40 lbs, must be in a forward-or rear-facing child seat in the back seat (if so

equipped).

0 Age 4 to age 8, and between 40-80 Ibs., and no more than 4 ft. 9 in. must be in a forward-or
rear-facing child seat in the back seat (if so equipped) or a booster seat.
Penalties do apply and there are no exemptions from these rules allowing removal of a child from a restraint to
attend to personal needs such as feeding or diapering a child. Thank you for your attention to the safety of
children attending Immanuel.

Attention Parents of Basketball Players- Please remember to air dry your uniforms. Do not put them into
the dryer with dryer sheets. The drying process will lift the letters from the uniform and they will start to peel
off. Thank you for your cooperation in keeping our uniforms looking nice! Also, we are in need of parents to
run the scoreboard/book at home games.
