Fall School Immunization Reminder-Will your child be starting Kindergarten, 6th grade, high school or even 
college next fall?  Summer is an excellent time to have them visit their health care provider for a wellness exam 
and to provide the needed vaccines required for school.  While kids are out of school, it is much easier to 
arrange for them to receive these vaccines.  If you plan to do it early in the summer, you avoid the rush before 
classes start in the fall. Most insurance policies now cover well child exams and vaccines.  Bring a copy of their 
new vaccines to school so the staff can update their school records. 
 
Summer Childcare- Childcare will be available this summer for families needing care only on Wednesday’s 
and Thursday’s from 7:30 am through 5:00 pm.  Please let the school office know if you will be needing care.

A 2.9% +.30 fee will be 
taken from the amounts paid through this system.  Please log into your school information 
systems and find the PayPal “pay now” button on your home screen to make your 
payments through PayPal.  Use the drop down menu or type in a special instruction 
where you want the payment to go to.  Any questions please contact the school office.
